SEMINAR DESCRIPTION

This two-part professional education seminar is
designed to provide human service professionals
with an overview of key treatment issues of
consumers who have co-occurring disorders of
persistent mental illness and chronic substance
abuse. A particular focus will be on treatment for
consumers who use and/or abuse either prescribed
or over-the-counter pain medications.
